Video Guidelines

The purpose of this contest is twofold.  First, we want you to show off your skills shooting and editing video.  Second, we want you to make people feel better about themselves and the world we live in by using humor to deal with common issues that effect us all.  From parodies to satire to creative re-enactments, MAKE ME LAUGH!

Maximum of 3 people per team

Minimum length of video = :30 (thirty seconds)

Maximum length of video = :60 (sixty seconds)

Points will be deducted for every second over or under time guidelines.

Content

KEEP IT CLEAN!  Of course, when dealing with comedy, many times it goes over the line.  You must remember that this is a competition that desires positive results.  All content must meet your schools guidelines as well as EAST.  Furthermore, any video deemed inappropriate by the judges will be disqualified.

Make sure you have the right to use any music that is heard in your video.

You are allowed 5 seconds at the beginning and 5 seconds at the end of your video for graphical elements.  The rest of the video can have graphical elements, but it must be shown over live video.  Any special effects must be done with live video you shoot.

Four copies of your video should be submitted via DVD’s.  All DVD’s should have a main menu with one button that links to the video.  At the end of the video, the menu should activate again.  Pay attention to the encoding process you use.  Do it wrong and your video looks bad.  Do it right and it will be crisp and clean.  All DVD’s should be labeled with your schools name, the date of completion, and each team member’s name.
