There are two categories:

1. Models submitted in the Design category should be representations of buildings, objects or other things that do not exist in the real world. This is your opportunity to be inventive; entries in this category, whether architectural, mechanical, whimsical or otherwise, should be products of your (or your team’s) imagination.

2. Submissions to the Google Earth category should be models of actual buildings in your community. Use building footprints from a GIS file, real-world measurements and digital photographs taken on-site (or any combination of these) to build as much of your community as you can, as accurately as you can. Form teams to cover as much territory as you can. Models should be low-poly, with photo textures, so that loading a lot of them in Google Earth doesn’t bog down a computer.

Please provide a detailed summary of the design, the problem it is attempting to solve and any other important information.  Please be as descriptive as possible. Since the judges will not see the SketchUp models until the final round of competition, initial stages of selection are based entirely on this summary.
Submissions should include an original SketchUp file with pages saved of views that the applicant deems appropriate.  Additionally, the applicant should submit JPGs of the pages as 1000 pixel-wide files.

Please also provide a paragraph that includes a description of your community, the common tag assigned to the models you (or your team) have uploaded to the 3D Warehouse, and the names of all members of your group, if there is one.
