Booth Setup
     Roughly 200 schools from all over the country come to present their work at the annual EAST Partnership Conference. (This work is displayed at each schools booth).  Each year, the Conference has a theme.  This year, it is “Building a path…leaving a trial.”  Many schools strive to illustrate this theme through their booth where they exhibit the year’s work.  A popular booth style this year is the Wizard of Oz yellow brick road.  When students from Fordyce High School were asked about this theme, they responded by saying that The Wizard of Oz built the path for a new type of movie, just like EAST sets the path for a new way of thinking.
     Other popular styles include a movie theater and forest.  Students from Paris High School played off the central theme, but made their path made their path a “path of stars.”  Taped to the ground in their booth are cut out stars with the names of EAST students written on them and gold glitter draws the eyes.  Bryant High School has a different method of drawing viewers.  Every few minutes, a fog machine belches fog that floats up to the ceiling like smoke.  “My first thought was that the popcorn machine someone brought blew up”, said one student.  People come to investigate the source, and bingo! You’re at Bryant’s booth!
